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“Living in the Power and Promise of God’s Word”

Psalms 19:13-14, “13 Keep back Your servant also from presumptuous sins;
Let them not have dominion over me. Then I shall be blameless, and I shall be innocent of great transgression. 14 Let the words of my mouth and the meditation of my heart be acceptable in Your sight, O LORD, my strength and my Redeemer.”

It is Important to Avoid Deception. What does God consider to be presumptuous? If we can identify what God considers presumptuous, then we can avoid these things with His help. Matthew 7:7, “Ask, and it will be given to you; seek, and you will find; knock, and it will be opened to you.”
Jeremiah 29:11-13, “For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, says the Lord, thoughts of peace and not of evil, to give you a future and a hope. 12 Then you will call upon Me and go and pray to Me, and I will listen to you. 13 And you will seek Me and find Me, when you search for Me with all your heart.”
What great and wonderful promises we have from our heavenly Father.
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
